She will deliver a free lecture on her 
work in Egypt and present some of 
her amazing discoveries, including 
the discovery of a new tomb. Analysis 
of thousands of fragments from 
burial equipment found in KV 40 
yield precious insights into the long 
and manifold history of the Valley, 
including the discovery of more 
than 30 so far unknown individuals 
from the personal entourage of King 
Amenhotep III.
